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Maintain Your PMI® Credential

If you are a PMP®, you are required by the Project Management Institute to update your credentials. This means that
you need to retain at least 60 Professional Development Units (PDUs) over a three-year period to ensure your Project
Management credentials stay valid. To do this, complete Project Management ‘refresher’ training at an
accredited training provider, such as Specialised Management Group (SMG).

Review and click ‘Check Box’; then click ‘Submit’.
